PENALTY

To avoid penalty classification, shooters must have at least 800
singles, 500 handicap and 400 doubles for 2019 and 2020
combined. Those not meeting these requirements may not shoot
in less than Class B in singles, Class B in doubles, and
handicap as follows:

Adult male shooters will be assigned 2 yards over
their normal yardage, subject to a 22-yard minimum and a 25-
yard maximum.

Lady | & Il, Juniors, Sub-Juniors and Veterans will
follow the same rules except the minimum penalty yardage
will be 21 yards.

Lady I & I, Juniors, Juniors Gold, Sub-Juniors, Sub-
Veterans and Veterans may elect to shoot for targets only to
be exempted from penalty yardage and compete only for their
respective special category trophies.

There will be no penalty yardage assigned to Senior
Veterans.
