No alcoholic beverages are permitted on trap fields or

shooting areas. (Palmer Gun Club and A.T.A. Rules)

All special category shooters (Ladies, Veterans, Sr.
Veterans, Juniors & Sub-Juniors) must declare the
special category at the time of entry.

Shooters 18 years & younger are eligible for 1/2 price
