CLASSIFICATION-KNOWN ABILITY WILL APPLY 

There will be NO penalty yardage or classes for this tournament. Classification will be in 
accordance with the ATA Rulebook using 5 classes. Shoot management may change the 
class of any shooter at any time during the shoot. 

ATA RULES WILL GOVERN THIS SHOOT 

1. Targets will be set according to ATA specifications. They may be checked upon 
request, but will not be reset unless they become illegal 

2. All program machines are Pat Traps. 
3. Targets will be White Flyer Orange Dome. 
4. Management reserves the right to postpone or cancel any event due to bad weather 

or any other uncontrollable causes. 
5. Management reserves the right to refuse entry of, or disqualify any shooter who in its 

opinion, is interfering with the harmony of the tournament. 
6. No shooter may win more than one award in each event. 
7. All Ladies, Sub-Juniors, Juniors, JR Gold, Sub Vets, Veterans, and Senior Veterans 

must declare the special category at the time of entry to any registered event. 
Without such declaration, at the time of entry, the shooter will not be allowed to 
compete for the applicable special category trophies. No exceptions to this rule will 
be allowed. 

8. Trophies will be awarded to each class, yardage group and special category. 
9. Purse or option money ties divide. 
10. Contestants will forfeit awards should they leave the grounds and not be on hand for 

a shoot o\. 
11. Alcoholic beverages are not permitted on the trap fields or shooting areas at any 

time. 
12. There is not a reduced rate for Sub-Junior or Junior shooters this year. Instead, every 

Sub-Jr and Junior shooter will be given 8 boxes of 12-gauge loads with paid entry to 
Event 7, courtesy of an anonymous donor. 

13. Option checks and added money will be mailed after the shoot, please be sure your 
address is correct with the ATA. Trophies are not mailed.
